February 18, 2010
The February 18, 2010, meeting of the Green Historical Society was held at the John Torok Senior Center.  President Renee’ Summers called the meeting to order at 7:07 pm.

Meeting minutes for November 17, 2009, were emailed to all members who have an email address.  Additional copies were available at tonight’s meeting for those who do not have an email address.  
New Business

Renee Summers and Sharon Haydu gave an update on new business memberships.

Staci Schweikert reported that the website is posted on the newly registered domain name www.greenhistoricalsociety.com.  A short discussion about alternative domain names and uses for the website ensued.  It was agreed to revisit the website content and domain names at a later date.

A motion was made by Renee Summers to create a new Historic Preservation Committee.  The motion was seconded by Staci Schweikert.  BJ Hutchison volunteered to chair the committee.  A signup sheet was distributed for those interested in serving on the committee.  Jim St. John, Jan St. John, Bob Vatilla, and Staci Schweikert volunteered to serve on the committee.
Discussion then turned to planning events and activities for the 2010 meeting year.  The first topic of discussion was the Green Expo.  After a discussion about the event and its merits, cost, and commitment, a vote was taken, 1 vote in favor of participating, the majority in favor of not participating.  Thus, it was decided that GHS would not participate in this event this year.
The Boettler Park Egg Hunt was then discussed.  Jim Summers made a motion to open the Lichtenwalter school house.  Amy Nichols seconded the motion , followed by a unanimous vote in favor of opening the school house during the Egg Hunt event.  Details about the event and GHS’s participation will be determined at the next meeting.  Sharon Haydu volunteered to research old fashioned traditions for Easter and Egg Hunts.

The Memorial Day Parade was then discussed.  Amy Nichols made a motion that GHS participate in the parade.  Staci Schweikert seconded the motion.  After a lengthy discussion about possible float designs and raffle prizes, it was decided that further research was needed to determine options for covered wagons and waterfall/ponds.   
GHS’s prior successful ice cream social at Freedom Fest was discussed.  Jim Summers made a motion that GHS participate in Freedom Fest.  Janet St. John seconded the motion.  A unanimous vote was taken for GHS to participate in freedom fest.

The discussion then turned to fundraising.  Possible goals and projects that GHS could plan for with proper funding were also discussed.   Fundraisers held by other entities were discussed.  In particular, a basket raffle was discussed.  It was agreed to table fundraising and the basket raffle and revisit both topics at a later meeting.

Renee Summers passed along an update from Jerry Miller regarding the Green Veterans Memorial Committee.  Jerry has been attending the meetings and the City has decided to fund the memorial.

Renee Summers asked that the group revisit the GHS mission statement and be prepared to discuss the future purpose and goals for GHS.

The next meeting will be March 18, 2010, at 7 p.m. at the John Torok Senior Center.   The speaker will be Rebecca Larson-Troyer from the Barberton Public Library.  Ms. Larson-Troyer will be speaking about Ohio Native People.  Jim Summers made the motion to adjoin the meeting.   Sharon Haydu seconded the motion.
